INDIAN FLAG is made in the chemistry laboratory based on the densities of
the different liquids such as CCl,, Water & Kerosene.

The chemical flag, prepared by the students of final PMC in the laboratory is so
colourful and is appreciated by all the faculty of the college and the members of
Incubation Cell. The chemicals used are

Potassium Dichromate
Amyl alcohol
Sulphuric acid

10% hydrogen peroxide
Carbon tetra chloride

Preparation of the chemical flag is based on the properties of liquids such as
surface tension, viscosity and specific gravity. If the specific gravity/ density of
the substance is less than the water, it floats on water.
